Management Discussion of Fund Performance

Results of Operations

For the six months ended June 30, 2020, the net asset value of the Fund for pricing purposes was $12.97 (class A)
and $13.23 (class F) per unit compared to $12.48 (class A) and $12.67 (class F) per unit at December 31, 2019.

For more detailed information on the investment returns, please see the Annual Total Return bar graph.

For the six months ended June 30, 2020, the fund had a return of 5.36% net of fees of 1.15% (annualized) while the
FTSE/TMX Universe Bond Index had a return of 7.53%. Returns across all sectors were strong as interest rates and
inflation remain low for the foreseeable future. Given overall volatility, investors have been favoring fixed income
investments over equities. Due to the COVID-19 induced economic contraction, zero bound Government rates will
continue to make corporate bonds the alternative for those looking for higher interest. The Bank of Canada will likely
be on hold for the next 1-2 years at a minimum.

Recent Developments

It was a very positive first half of 2020 for bond investors. Returns across all sectors were strong as global central
banks started to support the market via direct open market purchases because of the COVID-19 crisis. In particular,
the U.S. Federal Open Market Committee led the process and was aggressive with their investments. The purchases
included investment grade and high yield ETF’s as this part of the market was becoming strained at the peak in the
first quarter. Corporate bonds continue to perform well in this environment as they provide an additional yield over
very low yielding Government bonds.

Management Fees

Ridgewood Capital Asset Management Inc. (the “Manager”) is entitled to an annual management fee payable out of
the assets of the Fund. The maximum management fee is equal to 1.00% (excluding HST) for Class A and 0.35% for
Class F of the weighted average net asset value of the Fund less ordinary expenses of the Fund. The fee is accrued
daily and payable monthly out of the assets of the Fund. Services received under the Master Declaration of Trust
include managing or arranging for the management of the Fund’s investment portfolio and providing or arranging for
all required administrative services to the Fund.
