Management Discussion of Fund Performance
Results of Operations

For the six months ended June 30, 2022, the net asset value of the Fund for pricing purposes was $13.25 per unit
compared to $15.94 per unit at December 31, 2021.

For more detailed information on the investment returns, please see the Annual Total Return bar graph.

For the six months ended June 30, 2022, the fund had a negative return of -13.98% net of fees and expenses of 1.52%
while the FTSE Universe Bond Index had a return of -12.23% and FTSE Corporate Bond index returned -10.97%.
Government of Canada were the strongest sector, returning -9.47% which is expected given the heightened volatility.

Yet it was also the case that Corporate AAA/AA returned -5.81%, primarily due to characteristics of the index, which has
a shorter than average duration. Higher rated Corporate bonds will likely continue to outperform in the second half as the
economy continues to slow as Central banks raise interest rates. The yield curve has flattened with 2 year and 10 year
bonds offering similar rates.

The Fund may utilize various forms of borrowings including a loan facility and margin purchases, up to 35% of the total

assets of the Fund at the time of the borrowing. Ridgewood, in its capacity as trustee of the Fund, established a margin
account with The Bank of Nova Scotia (“Scotia”) on January 29, 2010. The Fund is required to pay interest to Scotia on
any outstanding indebtedness. Such indebtedness is collateralized by a security interest in the portfolio of investments.

As at June 30, 2022, $120,542,865 of the Fund was leveraged. During the six months ended June 30, 2020, the Fund'’s
maximum leverage outstanding was $159,851,072 and the minimum leverage outstanding was $101,571,510.

Recent Developments

It was a very challenging first half of 2022 as elevated inflation rates resulted in both the US Federal reserve and the
Bank of Canada raising rates by 225 bp each so far this year. Supply chain disruptions continue to persist, with further
bottlenecks developing as a result of the war in Ukraine. With no resolution in the near term, the market has been in
search for clarity in terms of a timeline for global central banks ending their tightening bias. Corporate bonds continue to
perform well in this environment as they provide an additional yield over very low yielding Government bonds.

The higher the Fund'’s portfolio turnover rate in a year, the greater
the trading costs payable by the Fund in the period, and the greater the chance of an investor receiving taxable capital gains in the period. There is not
necessarily a relationship between a high turnover rate and the performance of the Fund.

Management Fees

Ridgewood Capital Asset Management Inc. (the “Manager”) is entitled to an annual management fee payable out of the

assets of the Fund. The maximum management fee is equal to 0.50% (excluding HST) of the net asset value of the

Fund. The fee is accrued daily and payable monthly out of the assets of the Fund. Services received under the
Declaration of Trust include managing or arranging for the management of the Fund’s investment portfolio and providing

or arranging for all required administrative services to the Fund.
