Management Discussion of Fund Performance 

Results of Operations 
 
For the six months ended June 30, 2017, the net asset value of the Fund for pricing purposes was $14.24 per unit compared to 
$13.55 per unit at December 31, 2016.  
 
For more detailed information on the investment returns, please see the Annual Total Return bar graph. 
 
For the six months ended June 30, 2017, the fund had a return of 7.48% net of fees and expenses of 1.46% (annualized, 
including HST) while the FTSE/TMX Universe Bond Index had a return of 2.36%. Central banks are beginning to raise 
overnight interest rates, with the U.S. Federal Reserve being the first to move.  The Bank of Canada raised overnight interest 
rates by 0.25% to 0.75% in July. 
 
The Fund may utilize various forms of borrowings including a loan facility and margin purchases, up to 35% of the total assets 
of the Fund at the time of the borrowing. Accordingly, the maximum amount of leverage that the Fund could employ is 1.54:1.  
Ridgewood, in its capacity as trustee of the Fund, established a margin account with The Bank of Nova Scotia (“Scotia”) on 
January 29, 2010.  The Fund is required to pay interest to Scotia on any outstanding indebtedness.  Such indebtedness is 
collateralized by a security interest in the portfolio of investments.   
 
As at June 30, 2017, $66,269,361.67 of the Fund was leveraged.  During the six months ended June 30, 2017, the Fund’s 
maximum leverage outstanding was $ 93,867,901.13 and the minimum leverage outstanding was $34,029,891.58. 

Recent Developments 

The first half of 2017 was modestly positive for bond investors. Returns across all sectors were in the plus column 
as investors were attracted to fixed income assets given the recent geopolitical volatility. An environment of stable 
inflation and modest growth has also been an attractive backdrop for fixed income investors as money flowed into 
investment grade and high yield asset classes.  Corporate bonds are performing well in this environment as the 
additional yield over Government bonds makes them more attractive.  In fact the corporate index was over 2 
times the return of the Government bond index.  Supply in the corporate space is below 2016 levels and demand 
is still strong which bodes well for outlook in the second half of 2017. 

Long-term corporate bonds performed better than all other categories on both a relative and absolute basis. Short 
term government bonds were one of the worst performers in this period. The yield curve continues to steepen 
which will eventually push investors further out the of maturity spectrum.  This will likely result in mid and long 
term bonds out performing on a relative basis.

The inception date for Class A units 
was December 18, 2009.
The net assets per security presented in the financial statements differs from the net asset value calculated for Fund pricing purposes for 2013 and 2014. An 
explanation of these differences can be found in the notes to the financial statements.

Management expense ratio is based on total expenses (excluding commissions and other portfolio transaction costs) for the stated period and is expressed as an
annualized percentage of daily average net assets during the period. Out of its management fees, the Manager pays for such services to the Fund as portfolio manager
compensation, service fees and marketing. Management expense ratio is inclusive of performance fees.
The Manager, at its discretion, may waive and/or absorb a portion of the fees and/or expenses otherwise payable by the Fund. The waiving and/or absorption of such 
fees and/or expenses by the Manager may be terminated at any time, or continued indefinitely, at the discretion of the Manager. 
The Fund’s portfolio turnover rate indicates how actively the Sub-Advisor trades the Fund’s portfolio investments. A portfolio turnover rate of 100% is equivalent to the
Fund buying and selling all of the securities in its portfolio once in the course of the period. The higher the Fund’s portfolio turnover rate in a period, the greater the trading 
costs payable by the Fund in the period, and the greater the chance of an investor receiving taxable capital gains in the period. There is not necessarily a relationship
between a high turnover rate and the performance of the Fund.
The trading expense ratio represents total commissions and other portfolio transactions costs expressed as an annualized percentage of daily average net asset value
during the period.

The inception date for Class A is December 18, 2009. 
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Management Fees 

Ridgewood Capital Asset Management Inc. (the “Manager”) is entitled to an annual management fee payable out of the assets 
of the Fund. The maximum management fee is equal to 0.50% (excluding HST) of the net asset value of the Fund.  The fee is 
accrued daily and payable monthly out of the assets of the Fund. Services received under the Declaration of Trust include 
managing or arranging for the management of the Fund’s investment portfolio and providing or arranging for all required 
administrative services to the Fund.
