What does the fund invest in?

This fund seeks to achieve a high level of income and capital gains from an actively managed portfolio comprised
primarily of securities of Canadian issuers, including preferred shares, investment grade bonds, convertible bonds,
real estate investment trusts (“REITs”) and high yield bonds. The fund may also invest in comparable fixed income
securities of foreign issuers. The amount of such foreign investments will vary but is not typically expected to exceed
30% of the net assets of the fund.

How risky is it?

The value of the fund can go down as well
as up.

What if I change my mind?

Under securities law in some provinces and territories, you have the right to:

° withdraw from an agreement to buy mutual funds within two business days after you receive a

° cancel your purchase within 48 hours after you receive confirmation of the purchase.
